BRIEF HISTORY OF THE

MADISON JUNIOR - SENIOR HIGH SCHOOL
RY

Madison Junior-Senior High School is the first six year unit in Davidson County that was built for
such a program. Madison had its inception in 1948 when the county court set up $375, 000, 00 for this
unit out of the four million dollar program, but it was not started until 1951, because the amount was
not adequate. In the next bond issue the Board of Education added another $125, 000 for Madison bring-
ing its allotment up to one-half million dollars. Even this was not enough monev after we decided to
g0 to a six year high school, so we had to borrow another $100, 000, 00 from another project before we
could let the bids on this unit. December 17. 1953. the Board of Education awarded another contract
of almost $200, 000. 00 for an addition of eight classrooms and a vocational and music building which,
except for an auditorium will, we hope, complete the structure here.

Fortwo years we searched for a site in the Madison community that would meet the requirements
of the County Health Department, At least one-half dozen sites were considered before the present
one was approved by the Board of Education.

George Peabody College supplied the final impetus by recommending the construction of a high
school at Madison. All organizations of the community worked incessantly for this project - the Men's
Club, the PTA, the civic clubs, the American Legion and the churches. Magistrates James Watson
and W, E. Nix: Mr. Ernest Chadwell. a member of the Board of Education; Mr. B.O. Edwards of
Madison and numerous other leaders of this community gave much time and energy to get this project

underway.
